Estates that the Fraternity has been welcomed into the Deer Park to shoot in the longbow.  

Steeped in history as King Edward III favourite castle, the great Castle of Windsor forms the backdrop to this final 
shoot of the year. The Deer Park is one of the most stunning areas of parkland within the Great Estate of Windsor. 
Close to London and major transport axes (M1, M40, M4, M3 and M25) and Heathrow airport it is easy to get to.
